She sees pets from all over the Upper Valley, including Dudley Jake, the beagle of UVL Editor Laura Jean Whitcomb. “Being a vet has changed my view of the role of animals in people’s lives,” says Evans, a Windsor, Vt., resident. “Animals are becoming more important to us all the time. They rule the house. To me, educating owners is the most important part of keeping our furry friends healthy.”

“The ‘Working in the Upper Valley’ series is a great way to learn about people and their professions. We’ll be profiling an organic farmer, a logger, a waitress, a massage therapist, a seamstress and maybe even a heart surgeon,” says Whitcomb.
